HOW WILL MY CHILD LEARN?

We break our preschool into four
learning areas throughout the day and
each group of students rotate through
each area. Below is a brief overview
of each area:

1. Fine Motor: Strengthens the stu-
dent’s muscles for writing, using
scissors, proper pencil grasps and
gives them proper positional and
spatial awareness.

2. Math/Science: Numbers, shapes,
and colors are explored, along with
patterns and graphing. Students
will also participate in various sci-
ence experiments and exploration
throughout the year.

3. Literacy: Letters, sounds, sequenc-
ing, and retelling stories are ex-
plored. Rhyming and syllables are
also introduced in this area.

4. Large Motor: Development of the
large muscles through activities
such as running, hopping, jumping,
crawling, learning balance, body
awareness, and control.

Library Time: Our local librarian

comes to read stories once a month to

each class.
Special Events: There are field trips

for the four-year-old class and special

family activities for both classes.
