Being in relationship with God is more than just a once-a-week event. Just like
any relationship, regular communication is needed. I challenge you to create a
daily routine to prepare your hearts for God’s word.

(before the day begins or after the day has ended or even on the train coming
home from work).

Reading through the Bible in two years.

The following readings are designed to lead the reader through the Bible over the
course of two years. Each day there is a reading from the Psalms, the Old
Testament, and the New Testament. The readings will be given for Monday
through Saturday. Sunday will be a day of rest (and catch up if needed).

Wed. | Psalm 104:10-18 | Ezra 6:13 - 7:28 John 8:42-59
Thurs. | Psalm 104:19-23 | Ezra 8:1-20 John 9:1-12

Fri. Psalm 104:24-30 | Ezra 8:21 - 10:6 John 9:13-34
Sat. Psalm 104:31-35 | Ezra 10:7-44 John 9:35-41

Another good source of information is a Bible study that I did three years ago
entitled “See Through the Scriptures.” Each of the lectures were videoed. Go to
shepherdofthehill.com, click on the tab “Deepen Your Faith”. Look under the
heading “Reading and Understanding the Bible” for “See Through the Scriptures.”
Check out Sessions 14 and 15 as they cover a little about life in the Babylonian
Exile and what becomes important afterwards as the Jews return back home to
Jerusalem.
